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WISDOM TREE         

  

         I dragged myself to an early 

morning theme talk even though it 

was the last day of a week at 

SUUSI (Southeastern UU Sum-

mer Institute)  and I was tired 

from staying up late singing with 

friends and dancing my fool head 

off. A panel of old-timers was 

seated at the front of the room,  

talking about the early days of this 

gathering. It  now had grown to 

about a thousand Unitarian Uni-

versalists coming together every 

July on the campus of Virginia 

Tech. Here is the story that stuck 

in my mind. There was a teacher 

who used to come to the camp 

every summer, a man who could 

become Thomas Jefferson, Ralph 

Waldo Emerson, or Theodore 

Parker. He would bring his class 

to sit under a large oak tree out on 

the quad, and the conversation 

would range over history, philoso-

phy and theology. Summer after 

summer folks would look forward 

to that class, to sitting under what 

they came to call ―the wisdom 

tree,‖ they would look forward to 

having the kind of conversations 

where you hear and say things that 

surprise and delight you. One 

summer night, during the church 

camp, a storm came through. As 

the people slept, winds and rain 

whipped the campus. Lightning 

flashed and struck hard. It struck 

close. In the morning, daylight 

revealed the wisdom tree scattered 

in splinters on the ground.  As the 

grounds crew came to clear it 

away, church people came from 

every corner of the campus to cir-

cle round. One by one they asked

Reverend Meg Barnhouse 

to take a piece of the tree home 

with them.  

 This story struck me 

deep. I think that there is wis-

dom available to us, and that it 

shows up in history, in theology, 

poetry, music, art, scripture, con-

versation , nature and ritual. In-

dividuals have a spark of the Di-

vine inside, an inner wisdom 

that, related to sanely, responsi-

bly, and in community, will lead 

each person to truth and peace.  

 Sometimes the place you 

used to find wisdom gets de-

stroyed. People fail you, a 

church disappoints you, new in-

formation strips away your feel-

ing about a scripture. It‘s as if 

your wisdom tree is lying in 

splinters. We are tempted to take 

our piece of wisdom home with 

us and put it in a place of honor, 

savoring and celebrating the lit-

tle piece of wisdom we have, 

pulling it out whenever there is a 

new question, a new issue, act-

ing as if that piece of wisdom is 

self-sustaining, and as if it is 

enough, on its own, to sustain 

us. Acting like this, we are for-

getting the crucial next step. 

What is needed is to bring our 

piece of the wisdom tree back 

together with the others and 

stand together on the roots of our 

wisdom tree, on the roots of 

what wisdom we have. We do 

have it inside us, but it is not 

enough to hold and savor just the 

one piece. It needs to be added 

to the others. You can‘t walk a 

good spiritual path all by your-

self. You have to be in relation-

ship to a community. Your wis-

dom needs to have fresh life 

breathed into it by touching it, 

again and again to its Source, by 

bringing it together with the 

piece of wisdom others carry 

with them. Then if lightning 

strikes, if all the places you used 

to go are ruined, just hold up 

your piece and we‘ll find each 

other.  

          SUUSI is coming up at 

the end of June! It's not too 

late to register.  If you go 

online and search it, you 

might see photos, hear music, 

and be able to get a feel for 

what it‘s like. Kids are busy 

there and their parents can 

take workshops like French 

cooking, massage, Bible, cav-

ing, herbal lore, and more.  

The catalogue is in the office 

if you want to take a look.  It 

is good to get together with 

other UUs. It is good to wor-

ship together, hear good mu-

sic, hang out with like-minded 

folks a thousand at a time.  

Just ask me about it and I‘ll 

tell you what you want to 

know.

Last year it was 

possible to stream (i.e. listen to and 

see) the meetings on a computer 

either on a real time or delayed 

basis. The trial this year will have 

up to 250 electronic delegates who 

can stream the discussion and also 

sign in to seek and maybe get a two

-minute turn speak to the other 

delegates via Skype (interactive 

software). It will be a learning 

experience.

Workshops in March and 

April 
      For six weeks, members of our 

congre ga t ion  ga the r ed  fo r 

workshops to explore the topic of 

immigration.  Led by Karen 

Siracusa and Ted Fetter, as many as 

25 persons gathered for review and 

discussion to try to understand 

today's complex and contradictory 

immigration system and how we 

might make a difference that would 

improve the situation. 

      We basically followed a 

curriculum designed by the UUA.  

It lays out six topics for exploration: 

1) Understanding the Causes of 

Mi gra t i on ,  2 )  Hi s to r y  o f 

Immigration in the US, 3) The 

Economics of Migration and 

Immi gr a t i o n ,  4 )  Se c ur i t y , 

Enforcement, and Human Rights, 5) 

Who Benefits from a Broken 

System?, and 6) Seeking Solutions.  

The course design and handouts are 

available on the uua.org website.  

We added to the session, though, 

presentations from two outside 

groups.  In the third session, Maria 

Juega, known to many as Charo, the 

Executive Director of the Princeton-

based Latin American Legal 

Defense and Education Fund 

(LALDEF), presented information 

on her program and emphasized 

local action.  In the fifth session, 

Marien Casillas Pabellon, the 

Executive Director of New Labor, 

based in New Brunswick, presented 

information on workers' conditions 

and brought four of her workers 

with her to meet us and tell their 

stories. 

      The UUA curriculum provided a 

great way to organize and try to 

understand the system and how it 

must be improved.  The guest 

p r e sen t a t i ons  ga ve  us  an 

understanding of the real conditions 

that affect real people throughout 

our area and beyond.  We talked 

about the current laws and how they 

worked, workers rights, detention, 

family networks, and many other points, 

and we shared our own ethnic 

background and experiences with 

immigration, both long ago and recently. 

      The  Pr inceton  congregat ion

Update on Unitarian 

Universalist Legislative 

Ministry of NJ (UULMNJ) 
 

 Ted Fetter and Karen Siracusa 

led a study group on 

immigration reform which 

followed the UUA curriculum and 

began meeting on March 21.  The 

six-session study group has 

considered immigration causes 

and history, economics, 

enforcement issues and 

criminalization, detention, and 

benefits from the existing system.  

We were very pleased to have 

Maria Juega, Executive Director 

of the Latin American Legal 

Defense and Education Fund 

speak at the April 11th study group 

meeting on local immigrant issues. 
Marien Casillas Pabellon, the 

Executive Director of New Labor, 

addressed another study group 

meeting and brought several workers 

who were able to discuss the real 

impact of substandard working 

conditions for immigrants. We are 

looking for a way of extending our 

commitment to immigration issues 

by taking actions build on our 

discussions. (See Ted Fetter‘s 

separate article on the immigration 

reform study group.) 
 

 As an outgrowth of our work on 

immigration issues, we have been 

asking people to sign letters to our 

Congressional representatives 
urging them not to support 

policies which lead to deportation 

of immigrants with roots in our 

communities and who pose no 

threat of public safety and to stop 

funding programs that would 

involve local police in 

enforcement of immigration law.  
 

 The 3rd Annual UULM meeting 

met on April 2 at the Central 

Unitarian Church of Bergen 

County in Paramus. The keynote 

address was delivered by Nancy 

Banks, Executive Director of 

MassAction, a similar statewide 

UU legislative organization in 

Massachusetts. She discussed 

what is happening in that state and 

how the NJ and Massachusetts 

groups are working together with 

other statewide UU groups 

throughout the country.  UULM 

Task Forces reported on current 

activities and developed agendas 

for the coming year. UUCP was 

represented at the meeting by
