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The Good News
Reverend Bill Neely

What seemed to start as a relatively
small attempt to “Occupy Wall Street,”
has grown into a global initiative to re-
orient entire economies. Ignored by the
mainstream media for weeks,
protestors and their demands are now
receiving more regular coverage; not
all of it fair, but at least it’s out there.
This is surprising. Typically, one
sentence from Warren Buffet will
make the front page while thousands
peacefully protesting in the streets will
go without notice. People are being
noticed now, however, and if nothing
else it’s refreshing to see the voices of
the people being reflected, uneven as
the reflections may sometimes be, in
the media.

The protestors are claiming to be the
99%, or those who do not fall into the
wealthiest 1% of the population. They
are angry about an economic system
that has, over the decades, steadily
drawn more and more wealth toward
the already wealthy while crushing the
working poor and destroying most of
the middle class. They are angry about
the political and business elite who
have been enormously successful in
pitting poor and working class

Americans against each other on
the basis of racial, gender, sexual
orientation, ethnic, and other
diversities so that those who
struggle economically war with
each other over “values” instead of
demanding a more equitable
system. They are angry that this
dynamic of pitting poor against
working class and working class
against poor is as old as the nation,
and yet it works almost every time.
And they are angry at a political
system that is corrupted beyond
repair by money and the
legislation, or lack thereof, that it
buys.

Feeling as though they have no
voice, they have nothing to lose by
“occupying” Main Street’s for as
long as they can. They hope to gain
a voice; a place at the table; some
influence based not on how much
money they can contribute to a
politician, but by how little money
more and more people are expected
to survive on.

These protests are about claiming a
voice and using it for economic
justice. We may, and will, disagree
on any number of solutions, but at
the heart of the protests is a sense
of exclusion and a demand for
fairness. When the halls of power

are closed to 99%, the streets
will open in protest. This is also
our country’s history; that wealth
cycles again and again toward
the already wealthy until a
reform movement succeeds in at
least minimally re-organizing
our nation’s resources.
Opposition is always aggressive,
disciplined, and well-financed,
but eventually, reform still
happens as initially small, and
then growing, numbers of people
organize, negotiate, and work
together to achieve it. In our
hymnal, Margaret Mead reminds
us, “Never doubt that a small
group of thoughtful, committed
citizens can change the world;
indeed, it’s the only thing that
ever has.” [ see the protestors
demanding to be heard these
days and wonder, “Are the seeds
of that good news being sown
again right now?” I hope so. |
don’t know what the fruits will
look like, but if they end up
feeding more of the hungry,
housing more of the homeless,
caring for sick, and adding a
level of security to those
struggling to survive, [ hope so.

funny and profoundly resonant. They
are shaped by his sharp insight into
the conflict between an individual’s
will and circumstances, hence his
fascination with historical figures. In
his latest imaginative and
commanding tale, Carey presents a
brilliant and sly variation on the
French aristocrat Alexis de
Tocqueville, author of the indelible
Democracy in America. High-strung,
smart, and snobbish, Olivier is sent to
America by his parents, who barely
avoided the guillotine during the
French Revolution, to escape the
reignited Terror. A long-suffering
Englishman called Parrot, the
orphaned son of a printer, is charged
with protecting Olivier (whom he
dubs “Lord Migraine”), but he has
other concerns, especially an intrepid
painter named Mathilde. A master of
the dual narrative, Carey has
fastidious yet observant Olivier and
shrewd and articulate Parrot take turns
telling their astonishing stories in a
picaresque adventure spiked with
revelations personal and societal.
Echoes of Tocqueville’s masterpiece
are matched by intimations of Mark
Twain, while Parrot mirrors James
John Audubon. Remarkably fluent in
history, Carey is not beholden to his
sources but, rather, empowered to
create a thrillingly fresh and incisive
drama of extraordinary personalities
set during a time of world-altering
vision and action”—Booklist.

The Committee
enjoyed an enthusiastic report from Nikki Ross and
Alex Sandberg on their attendance at the UU General
Assembly (GA) held in Charlotte, North Carolina,
June 22-26, 2011. Supported by scholarship money
from the SJ Committee, Nikki and Alex represented
our Youth Group at GA. They brought back social
justice project ideas for youth, including a simulation
of the homelessness experience.

Pia O’Loughlin introduced guest speaker Dorothy
Mullen, who presented the local “Join Us for
Suppers” program. This is a non-profit, non-
commercial program that promotes a healthier life
through lifestyle and diet changes. “Suppers”
meetings include the preparation and eating of a
delicious meal of whole foods. The Committee
approved a pilot “Join Us for Suppers” program for
our congregation.

Committee reports followed and the meeting ended
with a budget presentation by Treasurer Amanda
Gillum. The budget was discussed and assets
reviewed. The Committee approved a motion to
allocate $20,000 (over 319,000 from Spring Sale
proceeds), for 2012 Social Outreach Grants and to
consider Grant proposals from new area agencies.
