In a November 2011 column on
UUWorld.org, Victoria Safford asks,
“Are You a Wretch?” She is referring
to the odd way in which we include the
famous hymn Amazing Grace in our
hymnal. The first line is traditionally,
“Amazing grace! How sweet the sound
that saved a wretch like me!” Yet in
our version, we’ve placed an asterisk
by “wretch” that leads the singer to the
footnote: *or “soul.” When singing,
one can be a “wretch” or a “soul.” One
assumes that “wretch” is objectionable
to some, and so an easier phrase,
“soul,” is offered to make the hymn
more palatable. Rev. Safford writes, “I
know of no other hymnal in print that
virtually stops the singing in mid-
measure to poll the congregation, to
call for a theological debate within the
mind and heart of every singer.”

Victoria reminds me that engaging in a
theological debate is the last thing that

I want to be doing in the middle of
a hymn during a church service. I’d

rather our words rise together and
as one, knowing that in our hearts
they mean something different to
everyone present. Alfred North
Whitehead, a great modern
philosopher and theologian, once
defined “beauty” as unity coming
from diversity. That’s what
happens when we sing together:
our many voices find a state of
unity, and the result, regardless of
how it sounds, is beautiful. The
words we sing are important, but
not nearly as important as the
sacramental act of our voices
coming together to create the
beauty of our shared worship
experience.

But if I must choose, as our hymnal

asks us to, I’ll be honest: I'm a
wretch. Yes, I have a soul, but ’'m

a wretch saved and held by a grace

that is amazing every day. The
greatest blessings of life often
escape my notice. [ can be
impatient, judgmental, and

prideful. Driving on a beautiful
day, I’ll curse the traffic instead
of enjoying the clean air. |
sometimes crave excess when
sustenance is plenty. And yet
here I am: blessed with life and
love. Each day gives me the
opportunity to move toward right
relationship with the world. Each
year helps me see a little more of
the beloved community. Each
breath gifts me with the chance
to be, and to be among people |
trust and love. And I did nothing
to earn any of this.

Acknowledging my inner wretch
only enhances my gratitude for
how deep and wide the blessings
of life really are. Acknowledging
wretchedness allows me to move
away from it.

I’m a wretch, and yet I’'m loved,
held, and sustained anyway by
people I know and presences I’d
like to. Grace is amazing, indeed.

An effective Mission Statement should be short —
something that captures a vision in one sentence or a few
phrases so that it is easy to recite and integrate throughout
the life of the congregation.

Why are we doing this now?

UU congregations tend to re-evaluate their mission
statements every 5 to 7 years to ensure that the Mission
Statement fully reflects their priorities. Our mission
covenant, which you can also find posted in the Lounge,
has served us well. It will be a good basis from which to
develop our future Mission Statement.

What is the process for creating a new Mission
Statement?

Sunday morning forums, Board Chats, and social media
will all play an important role in this process, but one of
the best ways to be sure that all voices can be heard is
through cottage meetings. Our hope is to offer our new
mission statement for a congregational vote in early 2012.

What is a “Cottage Meeting?

Cottage meetings are small group meetings held in
congregants’ homes. They are kept intentionally small
(not more than 10 people) and informal so that
everyone has a chance to share ideas and express
concerns within a comfortable, friendly setting. Each
of our meetings will be facilitated by Rev. Bill Neely
and will be hosted by a member of the UUCP Board of
Trustees.

Nikki and Alex provided an
enthusiastic report of their GA
activities. Both described an exciting,
fun and uplifting experience, both
personally and spiritually. They
brought back social justice project ideas
for our youth. They also believed that
the GA experience exposed them to
fresh new ideas and leadership
strategies. We are proud to share some
highlights from their reports.

Nikki

“It is hard to express in words how
thankful I am for being able to
experience General Assembly this past
summer. The experience was truly
unforgettable, and I am confident that it
has profoundly changed me as a person.
.. Through observing the effective
cooperation of thousands of strangers to
create an incredibly close-knit
community... Observing how open and
friendly these strangers were to one
another convinced me that there is
potential for friendship and support all
around me.”

Nikki has proposed an "Experiencing
Homelessness" lock-in for our UUCP
Youth Group. “Introduced to me at one
of the GA workshops, this lock-in
experience allows youth to take a walk
in the shoes of a homeless person for
one night. During the lock-in, youth
would eat dinner soup kitchen style,
play have/have not games, and sleep
outside in cardboard boxes with
minimal cover (no big blankets,
pillows, etc.)”

“My GA experience was life changing.
The services and worships definitely
strengthened my identity as a Unitarian
Universalist . . . the atmosphere there,
particularly in the Youth Caucus, was
extraordinary . . . perfect examples of
the idea of total inclusiveness. From
this, our Youth Group has developed
ideas such as volunteering at a mental
institution, returning to New Orleans
(where we first encountered the idea of
“solidarity, not charity””) and joining the
Standing on the Side of Love campaign
in its efforts.”

“I am attempting to raise money for
other members of our Youth Group to
go as well . . . as the theme of the 2012
GA'is. .. justice. I have... proposed
that our Youth Group reach out to

Youth Groups of different faiths to
work together on issues such as poverty
and debt, misunderstanding between
religions . . . . This interfaith effort
could be much more powerful than just
one Youth Group or just the UU’s
alone.”

Youth Group Social Justice Projects
Our Youth have voted to focus their
social justice efforts in four important
areas:
1. Supporting UUCP & Habitat for
Humanity efforts in East Trenton;
2. Attending General Assembly "in
mass" in June 2012 (Social Justice
is the theme) ; 3. Organizing a
homelessness "Lock-Out" and then
supporting our Loaves and Fishes
efforts at the Trenton Area Soup
kitchen; 4. Supporting LGBT
advocacy and awareness through a
video project with Drake Baer.

The youth have lent their hearts and
hands to the East Trenton community
through the Habitat Halloween party
and baking pies for Thanksgiving. Ten
youth are interested in attending the
2012 General Assembly. Jocelyn
Dorgan has agreed to take the lead in
organizing the Youth to attend in June.
Youth are also planning to use the
Youth Services Opportunities Project
(YSOP) homelessness project model
(WWW.ysop.org/programs) as a resource
to host our over-night Homelessness
"Lock-Out" in the spring of

2012. Last, but not least, the LGBT
video archive and advocacy project with
Drake Baer is a long-term project that
we hope to use as a resource for the
UUA.

What’s in a Name?

On Sunday, January 29, the Music
Ministry will present its ALL MUSIC
SUNDAY, “Alleluia — A World of
Expressions.” The two services will
focus upon the myriad musical settings
of this powerful word from world-
wide folk songs to Classical and blues
settings. The roots of the Hebrew
word “hallelu-jah” mean literally
“praise God.” As many UU’s have at
best an ambivalent response to the
word “God,” I thought I might offer
some thoughts on the subject, both
from a musical and spiritual point of
view.

In the choral repertoire, at least 75 %
of the repertoire sets texts that ‘praise
God’ in one form or another, most of
that being Christian-oriented. As I am
not a Christian, or belong to anything
recognizable as a formal theology for
that matter, I dealt with this issue for
many years before coming to UUCP
and becoming a Unitarian-
Universalist. Ironically, it has been
my involvement with the UU princi-
ples and sources that has helped me
find a more uplifting way of dealing
with the “God” issue.

Since expressions of “God” are so
prevalent in the world’s great music of
all types, perhaps we could, instead of
rejecting the music out of hand, find
our own personal meaning when we
come across a trigger word. What if
we could:

1. integrate the fourth of our seven
UU principles here, the one that
calls for a “...search for truth
and meaning” and have the G-
word represent our own personal
search?

2. find words that mean the most
sacred, important, governing
forces to us as individuals, such
as “nature,” “community,” or
“love” and plug them in where
they might help transform us as
singers? In other words,
broaden the word beyond that
which we find offensive.

3. consider the re-envisioning of
the word contained in Julia
Cameron’s extraordinary book
The Artist’s Way, when she sug-
gests “Good Orderly Direction”
as a way to reframe it?

4. commit to learning/singing
about someone else’s expression
of the holy, even though it’s not

our expression? There’s real trans-
formation in seeing, feeling and
supporting our neighbor’s way of
greeting the divine.

We’re UU’s after all, and that means
that no form of spiritual expression is
excluded. We do indeed have more and
more UU compositions to choose from
that include all expressions of the di-
vine. But for the great music that al-
ready exists, let’s find a way to diffuse
the psychological power that we give
that word, and know that through a UU
lens, all of us are included in each and
every iteration of the sacred.

So, I extend to you a hearty invitation to
our ALL MUSIC SUNDAY on January
29, where we’ll revel in the many sound
worlds of Alleluia. We hope to hear
YOUR voice raised in song that day.

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Unitarian Universalist Legislative Ministry
Update

The Unitarian Universalist Legislative Ministry
of New Jersey (UULMNJ) has taken positions
recently related to pending NJ legislation and
the Occupy Wall Street movement. To find
more information on these positions, check the
UULMNJ web site at www.uulmnj.org.

Pending NJ legislation would reduce
corporate taxes in response for economic
growth (S1885/A3667 and S1949/A2767).
But analysis of the bills indicates that
substantial economic development would not
result from these bills. However, reducing
tax revenue would limit state expenditures on
social safety net programs. People are asked
to contact their Assemblypersons quickly
since there may be a vote in January before
the end of the legislative session.

UULMNUJ has issued a statement in support
of the Occupy Wall Street movement based
on our values. “Unitarian Universalists
believe in common decency and in the
inherent worth and dignity of every person,
and in the democratic process. We have been
called upon to support these core values in
our communities, resulting in activism
throughout American history, from the
abolitionist movements to civil rights,
women’s rights and gay rights.”

UULMNIJ received a $15,000 grant UUA to
develop organization infrastructure. Craig
Hirshberg, Executive Director, has indicated
that the grant will enable UULMNJ to expand
our presence in Trenton and our congregations.
You will be hearing more information on how
the funds will be used.

UULM Princeton action team is working to
prepare a Sunday Forum on Health Exchanges
including both a description of the concept,
some of the options for development and
current status of NJ planning. Health
Exchanges are part of the new federal health
care legislation.

WHY UNITARIANISM APPEARED IN
TRANSYLVANIA

Last month we told you how we found and bonded with our
partner Unitarian Church in Transylvania. Did you wonder why
the first Unitarians appeared in this small country of all places
under the sun? It was a miracle that it happened at all and the
way it happened was another miracle. To understand the forces
against our faith, you need to know a bit of history.

Two specific historical events foreshadowed the development of
Unitarianism and Universalism. In 325 AD the Council of
Nicea established the dogma of the Trinity within the Nicene
Creed. Then, in 544 AD, the belief in universal salvation was
condemned as heresy by a church council under the Emperor
Justinian's authority. The stage was set for those whose

beliefs to the contrary were so powerful that they would express
them despite the danger of death.

In Spain during the 16th century, a man was born who
challenged the trinitarian doctrine of the church. Michael
Servetus (b. 1511) did not follow in the footsteps of his brother,
who became a priest. Michael became a physician, but his real
interest was theology. It was a time of terror as the harsh, highly
organized Spanish Inquisition hunted Jews and Moors to convert
or execute them. Servetus believed that the doctrine of the
Trinity kept Moslems and Jews from conversion, so he searched
the scriptures to find convincing evidence to help them

convert. Instead, he found no basis in the Bible for the

Trinity. He published his findings in 1531 in a book, On the
Errors of the Trinity, in which he boldly stated, "Your Trinity is
the product of subtlety and madness. The Gospel knows nothing
ofit."

Orthodox church leaders were less than delighted with
Servetus's discovery, and he was branded a "heretic." Servetus
went into hiding under an assumed name for 20 years, trying to
live the ethics of Christ by serving as a physician to a small
community in southern France. He continued to write and in
1552 published his masterpiece, The Restoration of
Christianity. A copy of this work was tied to his thigh when
John Calvin had Servetus burned at the stake in Geneva on
October 27, 1553.

Some say that Faustus Socinus (b. 1539) was the architect of
modern Unitarianism. Born in Italy, he was influenced by his
heretical uncle Laelius Socinus and concluded that Jesus was
more man than God. At 40 he moved to Poland and became the
spiritual leader of those who were called "The Polish

Brethren."

At age 60 this quiet, scholarly man, plagued with chronic illness
and with impaired sight and hearing, was dragged from his
Cracow home at night by a mob of students. They threw his
precious, carefully collected manuscripts and books out the
window and burned them. While the mob argued about whether
to burn or drown this heretic, a professor was able to rescue
him.

Dr. Georgio Biandrata not only served Queen Bona in Poland
but became the physician to her daughter, Isabella, when she
married King John Zapolya of Transylvania (the "Land Beyond
the Forest"). In Transylvania the doctor again pushed for
religious reformation, and when Isabella's son, John Sigismund,
assumed the Transylvanian throne, Biandrata recommended that

Francis David be made preacher to the court.

The Edict of Torda declared: "In every place the preachers
shall preach and explain the Gospel, each according to his
understanding of it." Further, no Transylvanian official would
be allowed to "annoy or abuse" any persons on religious
grounds because "faith is the gift of God," not the state's
business.

Those holding Antitrinitarian beliefs were first called
"Unitarians" in Transylvania, and it became one of the
"received faiths." The tolerance ended when orthodox church
officials gained power after King John's death; they
condemned David for his innovations. David had begun to
deny that Jesus was a deity and was questioning the doctrine
of predestination. Dr. Biandrata was concerned enough that
he called upon Faustus Socinus to come to Kolozsvar and
reason with David. Socinus stayed in David's house for four
months without effect. Religious leaders labeled David a
"heretic" and had him cast into prison where he died on
November 15, 1579.
